The funds were originally targeted as 
follows: $4k for an online inventory of commercial/light industrial lands and $3k for new 
signage along U.S. Highway 101 directing traffic to our downtown core.  An opportunity has 
subsequently arisen to participate with the City of Crescent City in funding a segment on the 
nationally syndicated television show “Today in America.”   Direct staff to re-directed these 
economic development funds towards helping to fund a portion of the “Today in America” 
production cost of $19,800.
